Following the Prime Minister’s recent announcement all schools will open fully to all pupils from Monday 8th 

March 2021.

2021 for pupils in Y6 and then for the different year groups throughout the following week, will go ahead. These 

meetings will provide colleagues with a valuable opportunity to listen to your lockdown experiences, concerns 

and ideas as together we build a view of how well each child has coped and what the plan for them will be.

ENGLISH  
Spelling, Punctuation, Grammar & Handwriting  

All children will benefit from a regular focus on handwriting, spelling, grammar and punctuation sessions 

focused on meeting their individual needs in these specific areas and in writing too. 

 
You can support your child’s learning at home by: 

 practising spellings through games and online games and competitions 

 practising handwriting if this is a personal target  

 

Reciprocal Reading 

All children will have daily access to reciprocal reading which will help to improve their confidence, enjoyment 

and develop comprehension skills. 

 
You can support your child’s learning at home by: 

 continuing to encourage your child to be independent when reading 

 reading with your child everyday 

 going through reading questions and checking answers particularly using the  Bug Club resource 

 

MATHEMATICS 
We will focus on the following this term: 

 finding the area and perimeter of rectangles, triangles, circles and composite shapes 

 understanding graphs and charts 

 multiplying fractions and using this across other mathematical and curriculum areas

Key words we will be using are: 

 words relating to shape, space and measures 

 fractions- factors, denominator, numerator, common denominator, decimal, whole number 

 
You can support your child’s learning at home by: 

 looking at how rectangles, triangles and circles can make composite shapes 

 practising multiplication tables (Times Tables Rock Stars) 

 

HUMANITIES  
We will be learning about World War II at home and in Europe. The children will investigate evacuation and 

what life was like for children across Europe at this time. We will link this topic to a virtual visit to Beth Shalom. 
 

Key words we will be using are: 

 Kinderstransport  Holocaust  Evacuation  Blitzkrieg 

 
You can support your child’s learning at home by: 

 researching the Second World War period and finding out what everyday life was like for ordinary people 

 

PE 
The children will continue to benefit from our REAL PE programme as they focus on physical co-ordination and 

balance. The children will also be undertaking a unit of PE based upon hockey skills, and Rounders. 

  
Key words we will be using are: 

 dribble  attack  defence  balance  co-ordination 

 

SCIENCE  
In science we will explore animals, including humans. We will investigate the parts of the human circulatory 

system and learn about the functions of the heart, blood vessels and blood. We consider the impact of diet, 

exercise, drugs and lifestyle on the way bodies function and investigate how food and water is digested. 

 
Key words we will be using are: 

 circulatory system 

 capillaries 

 heart 

 valves 

 aorta 

 blood cells 

 arteries 

 ventricle 

 veins 

 atrium 

 
You can support your child’s learning at home by: 

 researching the circulatory system 

 finding information about how we can live a healthy lifestyle

MUSIC 
We will continue to explore African drumming. We will revisit African culture to understand various instruments. 

We will play different rhythms and then create our own in groups. We will investigate the history of music. 

  
Key words we will be using are: 

 Brazil 

 semiquaver 

 samba bateria  rhythmic  beat  crotchet  quaver 

 
You can support your child’s learning at home by: 

 continuing to practise skills just like a drummer starting out, using kitchen utensils to provide a beat/noise  

 asking your child to show you the three different basic rhythms that all align together to create one samba 

groove; drumming along with your child to the addictive pulse of samba

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DT 
This term we will be learning about: Healthy Eating. We will look at rationing and how this affected diets during 

the war. We will be looking at balanced diets and creating menus to ensure we are eating what we need.

FRENCH 
In this sequence of lessons we will: 

 listen to and join in with songs and games to explore nouns and adjectives 

 explore the alien family and pretend to be the alien family members and introduce the members as 

themselves 

 create alien faces ,using spoken and written language 

 develop listening, speaking ,reading and writing skills 

 revisit, develop and extend understanding of simple use of nouns in singular and plural and be more aware 

of gender of nouns 

 
Key words we will be using are: 

 family  mouth  nose  chin  eyes  face  hair  ears
