Home Learning
Sadly, it is inevitable that from time to time children will need to isolate, either because they themselves have
COVID symptoms or because they have been contact with someone who has.

Children who have COVID symptoms and are unwell will not have to engage with home learning until they
are well enough. Children who are isolating but are well and do not have symptoms will be expected to
engage fully with the home learning opportunities that we will provide.

Initially they will have an ‘Isolation Pack’ of learning activities. From the second full week they will be provided
with a plan detailing links to online lessons and activities that will follow what their peers are learning in school
whilst they are away.
